It sets about its furious attempts to
smash reality, without concern for anything that would appear to pose a contradiction to its
point of view

Forgivenesson the other hand, is still, and quietly does nothingffends no aspect of
reality, nor seeks to twist it to appearanttegtit likes. It merely laoks, and waits, and
judges not.
